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SPECIAL RESOLUTION
WEDNESDAY 9 DECEMBER 2009
An Extraordinary Annual General Meeting of the Energy Institute (EI) took place at the Energy Institute, 61 New Cavendish Street, London W1G 7AR, on 9 December 2009 at 4.00pm.  The meeting was chaired by the President of the Energy Institute, Mr James Smith CBE FEI.
Change to Bye-law 11

The Chairman proposed that there be a change to Bye-law 11.  He  stated that the purpose of the proposed change in Bye-law 11 would be to introduce a new title for the Energy Institute to award to appropriately qualified individuals, “Chartered Energy Manager”, therefore, the words “or Chartered Energy Manager” to be added to Bye-law 11, to read as follows:

11.
Subject to such conditions as may be prescribed in the Regulations, members may use the titles "Chartered Energy Engineer", "Chartered Petroleum Engineer" or “Chartered Energy Manager”.  

There was an established group of professional practitioners who manage energy to reduce use, increase efficiency and reduce carbon emissions.  They came to this demand side practice with a variety of qualifications and experience but can be clearly identified as performing a core set of functions for which they can be recognised, but are not presently.  Over many years the EI has supported these individuals as developer and custodian of National Occupational Standards for Managing Energy, by providing a vocational qualification, open learning qualifications and short courses. Introducing this title will permit individuals undertaking such professional development to aspire to achieve the highest standards of competence and commitment. 

Increasingly the management of energy and reduction of carbon will become a priority in the UK and internationally. There has been clear government ambition here and long term policy to meet the challenges posed by increasing climate change. Having a recognised award for those qualified to perform these functions will enhance public confidence in the activity and reassure consumers (both business and domestic) that they are obtaining quality advice and service.  There has been currently no other award similar to that proposed and the EI is the most likely custodian of the same given its sole focus on the promotion of the science of energy.

The proposal was seconded by Mr Denis Pinto MEI and Ms Joan MacNaughton CB HonFEI and passed.

The Chairman thanked all present for attending and declared the meeting closed.
